If you see a crime or a situation that puts an older adult at 
immediate risk, call the police or 911 right away. Advise that you 
want to report a situation of suspected elder abuse, neglect, or 
self-neglect.

loved one, a hired caregiver, or a stranger. Abuse 

can happen at home, at a relative’s home, or in 

an eldercare facility.
